% FBGF Welcome: A Florida Botanical Gardens Foundation staff person can meet
your group to provide a welcome and brief orientation upon arrival. Be sure to inform
your group of your departure time and that you will reassemble at the Green Turtle
Entrance. We advise you to come on a weeknight, as this is a high-volume
event.
